Therapeutic Processes I

Fall 2013 Standard

Fourth Semester



CALENDAR DESCRIPTION



Introduction to the essential background, knowledge and skills in therapeutic exercise for Physical Therapist Assistants (PTA) to provide intervention to clients as assigned. You learn the purposes, benefits and safe and correct implementation of therapeutic exercise. The role of the PTA in client care in various settings is also addressed. Anatomy background for this course is essential.



Hours: 84 hrs (33)

Credits: 4

Prerequisite: A minimum of a C grade in OPTA 212



COURSE OBJECTIVES / AIMS

The course objectives for this course are divided into the areas of knowledge, skills and attitudes.



Knowledge:

1. Explain the benefits and purposes of exercise, range of motion and stretching, and the environments where these activities may take place. Demonstrate an understanding of anatomy and functional anatomy and apply this knowledge to the rehabilitation process.

2. Identify precautions/contraindications to exercise, range of motion (active and passive), and stretching.

3. Recognize progression in exercise routines and explain the risks of overloading or underloading the client’s exercises.

4. Describe the concepts of muscle grading.

5. Recognize changes in behavior patterns. Describe signs of physiological distress and identify the action(s) to be taken.

6. Describe what is meant by ‘posture’ and identify postural problems and postural exercises.

7. Demonstrate an understanding of the difference between gait re-education, walking to increase endurance, and walking to maintain functional ability; and identify the items to be observed in each of these instances. Describe the various phases of gait and the corresponding muscle activity that occurs in each phase.

8. Explain the concept and basic mechanism of balance.

9. Explain the types of tone and the effects of improper handling techniques.

10. Identify the properties of water, its therapeutic temperatures, pool activities and their significance.

11. Identify the stages of healing. Demonstrate an understanding of the principles of debridement and dressing selection.

12. Describe the principles of work conditioning and hardening activities. Be able to apply correct body mechanics to ensure increasing strength and endurance.

13. Incorporate learning from previous courses in the Therapist Assistant Program to demonstrate a comprehensive understanding of the rehabilitation process and facets applicable to the PTA.

10. Describe information related to group work and activity analysis within occupational therapy.

11. Describe the components of the person in the CMOPE: physical, cognitive, and affective.

12. Outline activities and procedures used to help people who have challenges related to physical, cognitive and/or affective function and/or the occupation of selfcare.

13. List methods, intervention procedures, and assistive devices specific to skilled performance in the occupation of selfcare.

		‘LEVELS of ACCREDITATION  - an Explanation



		When making an accreditation award recommendation, the JAC considers the program’s compliance with each criterion described in the Accreditation Standards (for example, Standard 1 in the 2012 Accreditation Standards includes nine criteria [1.1 – 1.9]).  The program’s level of accreditation is determined by the percentage of criteria in compliance within each standard.



		



		Compliance (or non-compliance) with each criterion is described as follows:

a. with no concerns

OR

b. with an identified issue*

OR

		CORE criteria are critical.  The 2012 Accreditation Standards include six CORE criteria (1.1, 1.4, 1.5, 2.1.1, 2.1.2, 3.4.1).  If an established program demonstrates non-compliance (a deficiency) in one of the six CORE criteria, it will automatically be awarded probationary accreditation status.













*Issue:	the program is compliant with the criterion; potential exists for non-compliance in future.

**Weakness:	the program is compliant with the criterion; there is insufficient strength of compliance to assure the quality of the program will be maintained.

***Deficiency:	the program does not meet the criterion








		Accreditation – Fully Compliant



		· A program is in compliance with 100% of the accreditation criteria with in the Accreditation Standards.  

· There are no deficiencies.

· There could be identified issues and weaknesses that the program must improve upon.

· Progress towards improving issues and weaknesses must be reported in regular Progress Reports to the OTA & PTA EAP.

· If progress is not made, the program’s accreditation status could be changed to partially compliant or probationary.





		Accreditation – Partially Compliant



		· A program meets all the established CORE criteria AND

· A program meets 80% of the criteria in Standard 6 OTA AND

· A program meets 80% of the criteria in Standard 6 PTA AND 

· A program is in compliance with 80-100% of the accreditation criteria in at least three of the remaining standards and 50-79% of the criteria in no more than two standards.

· This means there are some deficiencies for which progress towards compliance must be demonstrated in the next Progress Report

· There could also be issues and weaknesses to improve upon and report back about in Progress Reports.

· If progress is not made, the program’s accreditation status could be changed to probationary

· If progress is made, the program’s accreditation status could be changed to fully compliant.





		Accreditation - Probationary



		· A program has deficiency in one or more CORE criteria  OR

· A program is in compliance with less than 50% of the accreditation criteria in one standard  OR

· A program is in compliance with 80% of the criteria in Standard 6 but in compliance with less than 80% of the accreditation criteria in three or more remaining standards  OR

· A program fails to demonstrate evidence or progress from partial towards full compliance OR

· A program fails to demonstrate evidence of progress from probationary towards partial or full compliance (by showing work towards improving issues, weaknesses and/or deficiencies in its required Progress Report(s)





		Non-Accreditation



		· A program does not meet the requirements for probationary accreditation  OR

· A program with probationary has failed to demonstrate sufficient progress within the specified period (ie fails to meet requirements of Progress Reports.)

Rehabilitation Assistant (RA) program at LMN College has just undergone a full accreditation review.  At the JAC meeting, the committee members review the accreditation dossier which includes:

· The program’s Self Study Report

· The PRT report

· The program’s response to the PRT report

· The Primary Reviewers report



1. Each criterion has been reviewed by the PRT, the PRT as assigned each criterion as

· No concern

· Issue

· Weakness

· Deficiency



2. The program has responded and has corrected, commented, clarified, or directed the JAC to evidence within the Self Study Report which may have been missed.



3. The Primary Reviewers (one OT and PT on the JAC) have reviewed the Self Study, the PRT report and the response to the PRT report, and have assigned each criterion as

· No concern

· Issue

· Weakness

· Deficiency



These most often are the same as what the PRT assigns, but sometimes are different if the program response has provided additional relevant information to inform the JAC’s discussion, or if the primary reviewers see that the PRT may have misunderstood the intent of the criterion.



4. The JAC has reviewed all the documentation, as well as historical data related to past decisions (to ensure consistency) and the final assignment of issue, weakness, deficiency is as described on the next page.

The OTA & PTA EAP, a relatively new and evolving program, is the accrediting program for OTA/PTA education programs in Canada.  Oversight of the program is provided by Physiotherapy Education Accreditation Canada (PEAC), the accreditation organization for entry-level physiotherapy programs in Canada, and the Canadian Association of Occupational Therapist (CAOT), the accreditation organization for entry-level occupational therapy programs in Canada. 



The OTA & PTA EAP is governed by a Joint Accreditation Committee (JAC) which makes recommendations for policy revision, accreditation standards revision, and accreditation awards to the Boards of Directors of PEAC and CAOT for review and approval.





Position Overview:



The Program Manager, OTA & PTA EAP is responsible, with the assistance of an administrative assistant, for managing the accreditation program for OTA/PTA education programs in Canada.  The Program Manager reports to the PEAC Executive Director and the Board of Directors of PEAC.  





Responsibilities:

· Implementation of the strategic plan for the accreditation program

· Management of the candidacy and accreditation process for all affiliated OTA/PTA education programs, including maintenance of the program database (MS Access)

· Maintenance of current files of all program documentation as per PEAC document retention policy 

· Recruitment, orientation and training of peer reviewers to conduct accreditation reviews

· Preparation of meeting materials and completion of action items for JAC meetings (2-3 times/year) and OTA & PTA EAP Advisory Committee meetings (1/year)

· Preparation of reports to the Boards of Directors of PEAC and CAOT requesting review of JAC recommendations

· Attendance at JAC meetings, OTA & PTA EAP Advisory Committee meetings, and other relevant stakeholder and partner meetings throughout the year

· Regular communication with affiliated education programs to provide them with accreditation process information and resources, to answer questions, to update them regarding policies and standards

· Provision of information and resources to education programs who are considering application for candidacy status

· Regular communication with key stakeholders such as Council of Occupational Therapist Assistant and Physiotherapist Assistant Educators of Canada (COPEC), Canadian Physiotherapy Association, PEAC, CAOT, regulatory organizations, and others as required

· Preparation and delivery of an annual interactive education session for affiliated education programs once annually, to coincide with the annual meeting of COPEC members

· Creation and maintenance of educational materials (sample reports, program and peer reviewer manuals, online training modules for peer reviewers, etc) as required

· Monitoring of expenses to ensure adherence to the annual budget set by PEAC

· Maintenance and update of the OTA & PTA EAP website as required

· Communication with and assignment of tasks to administrative assistant

		CRITERION 4.1

		EXAMPLES OF EVIDENCE



		There is a documented plan for program evaluation that is based on clearly defined and measurable goals.



		May include, but not limited to:

· Documentation outlining the plan for program evaluation to determine its effectiveness in meeting the needs of the students and the program’s vision, mission, and goals. 





		Explanatory notes:

The evidence would adequately illustrate the criterion by demonstration and commentary such as:

· The program has a plan that outlines the process for conducting regular program reviews to determine the extent to which its mission and goals are appropriate and are in keeping with the mission of the educational institution and best practices in professional education.

· The plan is comprehensive and includes regular review of all aspects of the curriculum, including the clinical/fieldwork education placement component of the program.









		CRITERION 4.2

		EXAMPLES OF EVIDENCE



		The program collects data for a systematic and comprehensive evaluation of its effectiveness on a regular basis.



		May include, but not limited to:

· Documentation of student, faculty, staff and graduate satisfaction surveys.

· Documentation of student attrition, completion rates, employment rates and career paths of graduates.

· Documentation of admission criteria in light of students’ program completion.

· Documentation of processes for consultation with stakeholders, e.g., advisory committees, task forces, surveys.

· Follow-up surveys of recent graduates.

· Documentation about the variety and scope of clinical/fieldwork education placement sites.

· Student evaluation of courses and clinical placements. 

· Policies and procedures for evaluation of clinical placement education.








		CRITERION 4.2



		Explanatory notes:

The evidence would adequately illustrate the criterion by demonstration and commentary such as:

· The program is collecting information on a regular and ongoing basis that includes input and feedback from stakeholders in the program, including students, faculty, staff, clinicians, clinical/fieldwork education instructors, employers, and others as appropriate.

· The results of students’ performance assessment demonstrate the program’s effectiveness in meeting the needs of the students and the goals of the program.

· The collection of information uses multiple approaches to assessment and includes data from a variety of sources.  Information may be obtained from, but is not limited to students, faculty, support staff, institutional administrators, and other stakeholders in the program. 

· Individual courses and the curriculum as a whole are assessed through a variety of mechanisms.

· The faculty regularly assesses the performance of recent graduates related to the learning outcomes of the curriculum as well as the specific expectations linked to the program’s unique mission and goals. 

· Assessment of the clinical/fieldwork education placements can include the evaluation of clinical sites, the quality of student supervision, the availability of a variety of learning experiences, and the effectiveness of communication among all those associated with the clinical/fieldwork education placements.







		CRITERION 4.3

		EXAMPLES OF EVIDENCE



		The program analyzes and synthesizes program evaluation data to identify need for change.

4.3.1 The program identifies, monitors, and evaluates indicators of students’ and graduates’ progress and uses these data for planning and development.

4.3.2 The program reviews admission criteria, graduation and attrition data and analyzes and responds to trends.



		May include, but not limited to:

· Evidence of comprehensive analysis of all data gathered for criterion 4.2.

·  Samples of reports of program evaluation.

·  Annual reports.

· Use of data to identify the program’s strengths and weaknesses; evaluation of needs for change.



		Explanatory notes:

The evidence would adequately illustrate the criterion by demonstration and commentary such as:

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Program evaluation includes the collection of data from multiple sources that are analyzed in relation to the desired program outcomes, and to identify strengths and weaknesses of the program and required changes.

· The program analyses the results of the evaluation of clinical/fieldwork education placements to determine their adequacy in meeting its educational mission and goals and the needs of the students.







		CRITERION 4.4

		EXAMPLES OF EVIDENCE



		The program makes changes in response to analysis of program evaluation data and evaluates the impact of these changes.



		May include, but not limited to:

· Documentation of implementation and evaluation of program changes.

Currently, there are two full time faculty members (one OT and one PT), six contracted instructors, and an administrative support staff to assist in the coordination of fieldwork placements. The program relies on over a dozen clinicians engaged as occasional teachers to cover the program's educational needs.

The number and qualifications of faculty meet the program’s mission, goals, and objectives through education administration, curriculum development, instructional design and delivery, and evaluation of outcomes.There are one full-time faculty position (OT) and two part-time faculty positions (PTs) in the program; one part time position is vacant at present for which active recruitment is being undertaken. The position is expected to be filled by June 30. The faculty members together possess an appropriate mix of clinical expertise and are involved in a wide range of scholarly and professional activities. All faculty are involved in scholarly activities, professional activities, community engagement, and curriculum development and evaluation.  The program coordinator (full time OT) has a lower teaching load in order to allow her the time to and administer the program and the manage coordinator duties (see Appendix 1.3c – Position Description of the program coordinator, including hours allotted to teaching vs administration).



The development, coordination, and monitoring of the clinical education component of the program is the responsibility of one part time PT, assisted by an administrative support person.  To enhance the faculty complement, the program accesses a number of highly skilled and committed sessional and part-time faculty (guest lecturers, lab instructors, lab assistants, and tutors) with a variety of clinical backgrounds, specialized certificates, involvement in professional and community agencies, research, and scholarly activities.



An overview of program delivery is illustrated in the master timetable found in Appendix 2.1a, with faculty teaching assignment and workload provided in Appendix 2.1b.  Faculty member CVs are provided in Appendix 2.1c, as well as a summary of the expertise of all sessional and part time faculty.



Analysis of full time faculty, part time faculty, and sessional faculty satisfaction surveys indicates that all survey participants are “satisfied” or “very satisfied” with the balance of teaching, preparation time, committee work, curriculum and program review and revision time within their workloads (see Appendix 2.1d for surveys and summaries of results).  Results of student and preceptor surveys provide evidence that all faculty members are responsive to inquiries and for assistance in a timely way throughout the year.  



We are confident this evidence demonstrates that both the number of faculty members and the qualifications of program faculty allow the program to meet its mission, goals and objectives, by allowing a balance of teaching time, along with time for required administration, curriculum development, instructional design and delivery and evaluation of outcomes.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The RA Program at College XYZ submits the following narrative and evidence to demonstrate compliance with criterion 3.2.The RA program seeks input from students at the end of each course and at the end of each module.  Examples of these feedback forms are provided in Appendix 3.2a.  The student surveys are reviewed by faculty members and the feedback is included on the agenda of the Faculty Advisory Committee (FAC). When actionable items are identified in the surveys, faculty may revise course content during the next FAC meeting, where proposed changes are debated  Once a consensus is reached items are modified, changed, or remain the same.



Students also rate their fieldwork experiences by completing questions at the end of the preceptor’s clinical placement package (A copy of the fieldwork evaluation form is available in Appendix 3.2b). The feedback determines whether future placement requests will be made of the preceptor.



The RA faculty meet informally with all students as a group once a month where issues can be brought forward from the students to the faculty.  No minutes are taken at these meetings but feedback from the discussion is provided at the FAC meetings where changes as a result of feedback are discussed and implemented if appropriate.

[bookmark: _GoBack]OTA and PTA students rate their satisfaction with numerous aspects of their program of study and various other aspects of their experience at ABC College through the Key Performance Indicators Student Satisfaction Survey (Appendix 3.2a). Annual collection and reporting of Key Performance Indicators (KPI) data on student, graduate and employer satisfaction with programs at Ontario Colleges has been mandated by the provincial government since 1998. Survey results are compiled and published by an independent research firm.



The College’s engagement of an external research firm to conduct an independent analysis of survey results (Appendix 3.2b) is an indication of the value that ABC College and the OTA and PTA Program places on student feedback and to producing an interpretation of the KPI data that can be used by programs to inform decisions about curriculum and delivery. Additional details on this data and its analysis are included in commentary addressing Criterion 4.2.



Student Feedback on Teaching



ABC College’s Institutional Research area, which reports to the Office of the President, administers an online Student Feedback on Teaching survey at the end of each academic semester to provide an opportunity for students to influence course and program design and delivery. At the end of each academic term, a college-wide promotional campaign features messages from faculty members attesting to the value of feedback and encouraging students to take advantage of this opportunity to provide it. Survey results provide faculty members, Associate Deans and Deans with feedback about the teaching practices that are most effective at helping students learn.



Program Advisory Committee



Inclusion of student representatives enrolled in the first and second years of the program on the Rehabilitation Sciences Advisory Committee, (Appendix 1.9b) which provides input on program planning and evaluation, provides evidence of another opportunity for student participation in decisions related to the program.



Further opportunities for student input into all aspects of program design and delivery are provided by the participation of OTA and PTA graduates and current students in Focus Groups and Strategic Curriculum Discussions (Appendix 3.2c) conducted as part of ABC College’s formal Program Review process, providing input into all aspects of program design and delivery.



The OTA and PTA Program also routinely conducts a number of brief, informal evaluations from students that are used to inform decisions about guest speakers and presentations, resources, learning activities, learning plans and activities, assessment methods. These include

· Clinical placement experiences supervised by OTA/PTAs adhere to the guidelines described for such supervision situations (GUIDE-06).

· The program establishes policies and procedures with the clinical instructors, which help to assure that students receive guidance and regular formal and informal assessment of their clinical performance.

· The program ensures adequate orientation, support, and regular learning opportunities for clinical instructors.

• Graphic representation of curriculum and 
its content


• Indicates content, sequence, and often 
depth of coverage


• Often a chart or matrix


• Does not have to be in a specific format
